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1. Office Work

In order to give Mr. Qi an in-depth understanding of legal works in Hong Kong, he was invited to assist us on the drafting of Chinese legal documents.  Mr. Qi had in different occasions given his precious opinion on the drafting of various kinds of Chinese legal documents such agreements, correspondence and legal documents of different nature.

For litigation work, since it usually lasts for a longer period of time and makes it difficult for Mr. Qi to participate in, we briefed him our usual flow of work starting from the first meeting client, due diligence required for different cases, litigation procedures and up to the skills of advocacy which gave Mr. Qi as clear a picture as possible the essence of litigation.  In addition, we have also explained to Mr. Qi the process of Conveyancing in the sale and purchase of a property.

2. Court Hearings

Mr. Qi was very interested in how hearings were conducted in Hong Kong.  During his visit, we invited him to attend a trial at the Court of Final Appeal, Apart from this, we also arranged our colleagues to accompany him to pay court visits in Magistrate, District Court and High Court.  Mr. Qi had later in our meeting with him made to us a comparison between court hearings in Hong Kong and in China.

3. Other activities

It wasn’t only work that pulled Mr. Qi and us together.  He took an active part in our lunch gatherings and social gatherings. Some of our colleagues took him to visit spots of attractions in the city in their own free time.  Besides working together, we try to make our guest feel our firm is his home away from home. 

4. The Meeting and Summary

On the last day of Mr. Qi’s attachment with our firm, a meeting was held where  Mr. Qi and our solicitors could exchange their opinions.  Mr. Qi, after staying with us for almost a month, had the opinion that although Hong Kong is part of China, it has a very different legal system due to its unique history and tradition.  He was very impressed by the independence of legal system and the clear cut relationship between judges and lawyers which reflected the neutrality of courts in this Special Administrative Region.

Mr. Qi also complimented us on our proficiency of English and the team spirit that we showed in our works.  He said, however, Chinese lawyers are now trying very hard to improve their English.  Scholars and legal officers are making their every efforts to enhance the Chinese legal systems.  He said hopefully such enhancement would eventually connect the oriental giant with other countries in the world.  

Finally, Mr. Qi explained to us the operation of a law firm in China covering the areas of qualification of lawyers, legal fees, taxation and insurance.
